Saturday Extra provides a great opportunity for new students to get out and see something of the delights of Cornwall and to meet other new international students from Foundation through to Masters.

After the International Student Orientation Programme events, we are offering you something completely different – a visit to Trebah Gardens, cycling on the Coast-to-Coast cycle path, a Surfing lesson, or a visit to The Tate St Ives and the Barbara Hepworth Museum.  All visits will be led by University College Falmouth staff assisted by international student ambassadors.

Trebah Garden: Trebah Garden is a spectacular 26 acre Cornish ravine garden, rated among the 80 finest gardens in the world, and just a few minutes from Falmouth. This sub-tropical paradise is home to a unique collection of rare and exotic plants, trees and shrubs winding down to a private and secluded beach on the Helford River. A good place to visit whatever the weather. This early autumn visit should see leaves just beginning to turn.

Coast-to-coast cycling: The Coast-to-Coast trail passes through a wide variety of landscapes, from the estuary at Point in the south, through rolling countryside and old mine workings (the Poldice Valley once supplied 95% of the world’s tin), to the Atlantic surf at Portreath on the rugged north coast. Largely following the route of two former mineral railways, most of the trail is off-road, with short sections of rough ground. We usually have a picnic on the beach and a swim in the sea, so bring a swimsuit, or wetsuit if 65 degree water is too chilly!

The Tate St Ives/ Barbara Hepworth Museum: Overlooking the sand and surf of Porthmeor Beach near the heart of St Ives, the stunning Tate St Ives gallery houses a permanent collection celebrating the art of Cornwall and St Ives, as well as mounting visiting exhibitions. 

There will also be an opportunity to visit the Barbara Hepworth Museum and Sculpture Garden, and there will be time to wander around the very popular town of St Ives itself for lunch. The Tate St Ives is a sister gallery to the Tate Britain, the Tate Modern and the Tate Liverpool.
