Study trips and costs  

Essential 

All students on this course are expected to undertake a total of 15 days on industry placements 

in the final year. The total outlay tends to vary from £100 to £600 depending on where the host 

company is located (in Cornwall or elsewhere) and whether additional accommodation is 

required. This choice is up to you. 

 

Optional  

We will endeavour to organise study visits both in Britain and aboard. The cost for these could 

vary anywhere from £100 to £1,000 per capita depending on the geographical location. Your 

performance in assessments will not be affected if you don’t participate in these. They will be 

purely optional and extra-curricular.  
 
Enrolment and Student Terms & Conditions 
You’ll get an email two weeks before the start of term telling you how to enrol online. You’ll 
need to enrol before the first day of term to officially register as a student of Falmouth 
University and receive an undergraduate student loan.
