Individual tickets for professional performances can cost up to £20, but Falmouth University
students can purchase season tickets and save up to 70% on the face value of tickets across the
AMATA Public Programme, as well as avoiding booking fees. There are two options for
purchasing AMATA Student Season tickets:

A one-year student season ticket contains six tickets for performances and events at AMATA in
2017/18 and costs £50. A three-year student season ticket contains 18 tickets (six tickets per
year for the 2017/18, 2018/19 and 2019/20 programmes) and costs £100. Both Season Ticket
deals include an AMATA t-shirt.

We strongly encourage students to purchase season tickets as they provide a highly subsidised,
cost-effective way of attending performances and events that have been programmed to
enhance and support your studies at AMATA. Season tickets are available now to book at
