Enrolment and Student Terms & Conditions

You’ll get an email two weeks before the start of term telling you how to enrol online. You’ll
need to enrol before the first day of term to officially register as a student of Falmouth
University and receive your undergraduate student loan.

When you enrol, you’ll need to agree to and comply with the University’s Student Terms &

Study Block 1 starts on Monday 25 September.
Teaching and assessment will be throughout the full 18 weeks of the study blocks.

Your timetable

Your academic timetable shows all scheduled learning activities and your course timetable. It
will be published in early September. After you’ve enrolled, you can view it via the Student
Portal at falmouth.myday.cloud/ or the Falmouth University App. You can download the app
by searching the Google Play Store or Apple Store.

Your timetable will show you where you need to go and when on Monday 25 September and
throughout the week.
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Equipment and course costs

Your academic experience will be predominantly in person with some courses using a small
amount of digital resources to support your learning. To engage in the digital learning activity,
although you will be able to access IT suites on campus, you will benefit from a laptop to access
the platforms and tools we use. You will be provided with free access to the Microsoft Office
suite, (including Word, Excel and PowerPoint) while you study at Falmouth.

You’'ll find your reading list at the end of this letter. Many weekly reading materials will be
provided for free on the Learning Space (our Virtual Learning Environment). If you choose to
print online readings, you should allow up to £60 per year for each of the three years of your
study.

Year two and year three reading lists will be provided prior to the summer holiday each year.
Course books might cost between £50-70 per module, so approximately £300-400 per year in
total. Many modules will have lower costs than these indicated.

Study trips and costs: optional

There may be various optional study trips each year in which you can participate. In previous
years we have visited Stratford-upon-Avon and Bristol for theatre trips, as well as the London
Book Fair. You should set aside £500 per year if you wish to participate in such optional trips.
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Resource List

In response to the cost of living crisis we’ve worked extra hard this year to invest in digital
resources, and select a range of quality texts to support your studies, the majority of which will
be freely available to you once enrolled. There are three books to purchase for the module
‘Exploding the Canon’ and all of the other first year core texts are provided digitised online.

Study Block 1

Exploding the Canon:

The Lesser Bohemians, Eimear McBride
All other readings will be digitised online

Writing Craft and Context:
This module covers foundational creative writing, poetry, prose, script and screen.

Publishing Cultures:
This module considers adaptation, publishing, media theory and cultural studies.

Study Block 2

Breaking the Rules: Remix and Writing Back
In this module we’ll be looking at experimental and innovative writing techniques from Oulipo
to digital branching narratives.

Literatures of Revolution:
All readings will be digitised online but if you want to get started texts will include Frankenstein,
The Yellow Wallpaper, and the musicals Hamilton and Les Mis.

Publishing Studio:

This is a making based module in which you’ll learn different ways to build and design a
published text.
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
